D1RC UK Drift Series 2007:

D1RC UK Drift Series 2007 ‘Time Attack’ Competition Rules and Construction Regulations 

Entry to the Time Attack will be free to all participating Drift event entrants. The rules and construction regulations should be read in conjunction with the Drift rules and construction regulation. Please note that the Time Attack format may vary from event to event and will only be available if time allows on the day - the Drift Series will have absolute priority. 

1.1 - Entrants 
As Drift event. 

1.2 - Chassis 
As Drift event. Note that you may use the same or different chassis to that used in the drift event. 

1.3 - Electronics and Radio 
As Drift event. 

1.4 - Batteries 
As Drift event. 

1.5 - Tyres 
There is no control tyre. Foam or rubber tyres may be used. 

1.6 - Motors 
As Drift event. 

1.7 - Bodyshells 
As Drift event but with the following exceptions: 

Bodyshells do not need to look like a drift car but should be of replica proportions, eg no race 'blobs'. 

Bodyshell windows do not need to remain clear but should appear realistic. 

You will not be required to fit the official D1RC Sun Strip but may be required to fit a D1RC Time Attack sunstrip if available. 


1.8 - Entry 
As Drift event. Please note that Time Attack entry is ONLY available to drift competitors. Please ensure you mark the Time Attack tick box if you are entering. 


1.9 - Competition Rules and Format 
The race format will be announced at each event, as time allows, but the object is to traverse a given course in as shorter time as possible. 

Trophies 

A trophy will be awarded to the Time Attack winner of each of the series' rounds.
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
